What is a heat pump?

A heat pump is a very efficient and economical way to heat and cool your home for year-round comfort. It runs on
electricity and is fully reversible, meaning that it can both heat and cool your home.

Did you know?

You already have a heat pump
in your home. Your fridge keeps
your food cool by using a heat
pump. It extracts the warm air
from inside the fridge to keep
the temperature cool.

During winter, a heat pump extracts heat from the outside air, using electricity to transfer it inside your home.
Although heat pumps are best known for heating, they also provide cooling by transferring warm indoor air to the
outside during summer.

Making the switch to a heat pump system can save you money, improve your home’s energy efficiency and reduce
greenhouse gas emissions.
